SHELF LIFE MONITORING:

Sheds need to identify items that have a defined shelf life and ensure that a diary system is implemented to track and to replace items prior to exceeding their shelf life.

Of particular concern are food items. Sheds are required not to take risks with the use of out of date food items and instead dispose of them. This also applies to items such as milk stored in the kitchen fridge.

Chemicals / glues / paints / solvents that have shelf lives are also to be treated cautiously. If any of these items are to be disposed of, then it must be done correctly. Please refer to the manufacturers instructions and / or examine the applicable MSDS. If doubt still exists, then contact your local council for disposal instructions.
