SAFE USE OF CHEMICALS

AMSA strongly recommends that Sheds avoid or minimise the exposure / use of harmful chemicals if they can. Chemicals that are stored at the Shed must be done in accordance with the suppliers instructions which are set out in a Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS).

An MSDS needs to be on-site for each chemical and members that use it need to be made aware of the MSDS and be required to read it prior to usage.

Of particular importance is the safe use of the chemical, its storage and disposal of waste. All members that use the chemical must follow the applicable instructions.

All chemicals where possible, must have the packaging / labelling prominently displayed on the container to ensure that the chance of confusion about the contents is minimised.

If a member has any doubts about a chemical, how to use it safely, store it or dispose of it, he must access the MSDS file to find the answer – if necessary, he should also ask another member if still unsure.



AMSA recommends that all sheds obtain and file an MSDS for all chemicals and dangerous goods that stored in /used by the Shed.
